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Information

The Royal Gong Tek Ceremony (Chinese Buddhist Merit-Making)

This ceremony is performed to dedicate merit to Her Majesty Queen Sirikit, The Queen Mother, following
the Mahayana Buddhist tradition.

Significance : "Gong Tek" translates to performing meritorious deeds for the deceased. It aims to guide the soul

toward the Western Pure Land (Sukhavati) or paradise.

The Ritual of Crossing the Bridge (Oka Songsar):

The Crossing : Monks lead the procession across a symbolic bridge, followed by members of the Royal Family who

carry the soul's insignia (Dhong Phum) and the small golden incense burner (Kruang Thong Noi).

Shedding Attachments : During the crossing, coins are traditionally tossed into basins at each end of the bridge,

symbolizing the release of worldly wealth and attachments.

The Return : After symbolically delivering the soul to paradise, the procession returns across the bridse back to

earthly realm.
